IN ACCORDANCE WITH ENVIRONMENT ARTICLE §5-503(a) AND §5-906(b), ANNOTATED CODE OF
MARYLAND (2007 REPLACEMENT VOLUME), CODE OF MARYLAND REGULATIONS (COMAR) 26.17.04,
2623.01 AND 26.08.02, AND THE ATTACHED PERMIT CONDITIONS, 1691 LIMITED PARTNERSHIP
("PERMITTEE"), IS HEREBY AUTHORIZED BY THE WATER MANAGEMENT ADMINISTRATION
("ADMINISTRATION") TO CONDUCT A REGULATED ACTIVITY IN A NONTIDAL WETLAND, BUFFER, OR
EXPANDED BUFFER, AND/OR TO CHANGE THE COURSE, CURRENT OR CROSS-SECTION OF WATERS OF
THE STATE, IN ACCORDANCE WITH FINAL PLANS, TO BE SUBMITTED AND APPROVED BY THE
ADMINISTRATION’S NONTIDAL WETLANDS AND WATERWAYS DIVISION (SEE SPECIAL CONDITION NO. 3).
BASED ON THE CONDITIONS OF THIS PERMIT, THE ADMINISTRATION HEREBY AUTHORIZES REGULATED

ACTIVITIES AS DESCRIBED BELOW:

THE CONSTRUCTION OF A “BIG BOX” STORE AND ITS REQUIRED INFRASTRUCTURE. THE IMPACTS
INCLUDE LOT FILL FOR A RETAINING WALL, STORE PARKING LOTS AND STORMWATER MANAGEMENT
OUTFALLS. _THE PROJECT PERMANENTLY IMPACTS: 19.297 SQUARE FEET OF HYDROLOGICALLY
CONTIGUOUS, FORESTED NONTIDAL WETLANDS: 4482 SQUARE FEET OF FORESTED, ISOLATED
NONTIDAL WETLANDS: AND 180,818 SQUARE FEET OF THE REGULATED NONTIDAL WETLAND BUFFER.
THE _PROJECT ALSQO DISTURBS 80,736 SQUARE FEET OF THE 100-YEAR FLOODPLAIN OF THE LITTL

PATUXENT RIVER, INCLUDING THE PLACEMENT OF 4,848 CUBIC YARDS OF FILL MATERIAL. THE LITTLE
PATUXENT RIVER IS CLASSIFIED AS A USE I WATERS OF THE STATE. THE PROJECT SITE IS LOCATED ON
SOUTHBOUND MD ROUTE 3 SOUTH OF MD ROUTE 424 AND NORTH OF MD ROUTE 450 IN CROFTON, ANNE

ARUNDEL COUNTY, MARYLAND.

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THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS AND BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES APPLY TO ALL ACTIVITIES
AUTHORIZED BY PERMIT NUMBER 02-NT-0038/200261893:

Special Conditions

1. This permit specifically limits permanent nontidal wetland impacts for all phases of the 1691 Limited Partnership project
to 19,297 square feet of hydrologically contiguous, forested nontidal wetlands; 4,482 square feet of forested, isolated
nontidal wetlands; and 180,818 square feet of the regulated nontidal wetland buffer.

2. This permit specifically limits the disturbance of the 100-year floodplain to 80,736 square feet, including the placement
of 4,848 cubic yards of fill material.

3. The Permittee shall submit final, engineered construction plans for the proposed development within the limits of
disturbance identified on the attached site plan. The plans submitted by the Permittee shall incorporate best management
practices. Review and approval of the plans by the Administration shall be in accordance with the statutes, regulations,
policies and guldelmes in affect at the time of the submission. In no event will the submission of final, engineered
construction plans increase the nontidal wetland and floodplain impacts described in Special Conditions 1 and 2.
Furthermore, the construction plans shall demonstrate that further avoidance and minimization of nontidal wetlands and
their 25-foot buffers, and nontidal waterways, including their 100-year floodplain, are not possible.

4. Upon approval of the plans submitted in accordance with Special Condition 3, the Permittee shall submit two copies of
the final, full sized grading plans for the complete and entire project for review and approval prior to the disturbance of
areas regulated by the Administration. The plans shall clearly show the boundaries of all nontidal wetlands and their 25-
foot regulated buffers; water courses and their 100-year floodplains; the limits of disturbance; sediment controls that
adequately protect aquatic resources; stormwater management facilities that adequately treat runoff prior to safe
discharge into waters of the State; culverts, including profile and cross-sectional views; roads, driveways and parking
lots; utilities, including profile and cross-sectional views; lot lines and buildings; and all other work proposed on the site.
Work in regulated areas shall not begin until adequate plans have been reviewed and approved by the Administration

5. The Permittee shall utilize environmental site design to the maximum extent practicable in order to comply with the
Stormwater Management Act of 2007. Environmental site design relies on integrating site design, natural hydrology, and
smaller controls to capture and treat stormwater runoff. The Permittee shall investigate the use of alternative pavement
systems and green roof options where feasible. Disconnection of all proposed impervious surfaces through the use of
nonstructural practices and better site design techniques is an integral part of meeting environmental site design
requirements. Additional methods to reduce impervious cover are outlined in the Administration’s stormwater
management manual, which is available on the Department’s website: www.mde.state.md.us. Also, see the update to
Chapter 5 for additional practices and recommendations.

6. The Permittee shall submit a Stormwater Management Plan approved by Anne Arundel County and designed in
accordance with Special Condition 5 to the Administration prior to the commencement of any activities authorized by this
Permit. The stormwater management facilities for the site shall be designed to maximize groundwater recharge to the
extent feasible. Existing groundwater flows to wetlands shall be maintained, and point source discharges shall be located

to maintain existing water flows and elevations.

General Conditions

1. Validity: Permit is valid only for use by Permittee. Permit may be transferred only with prior written approval of the
Administration. In the event of transfer, transferee agrees to comply with all terms and conditions of the Permit.

2. Initiation of Work, Modifications and Extension of Term: Permittee shall initiate authorized activities with two (2)

years of the Effective Date of this Permit or the Permit shall expire. Permittee may submit a written request to the
Administration for (a) extension of the period for initiation of work, (b) modification of Permit, including the Approved
Plan, or, (c) not later than 45 days prior to Expiration Date, an extension of the term. Requests for modification shall be
in accordance with applicable regulations and shall state reasons for changes, and shall indicate the impacts on nontidal
wetlands, streams, and the floodplain, as applicable. The Administration may grant a request at its sole discretion.

3. Responsibility and Compliance: Permittee is fully responsible for all work performed and activities authorized by this
Permit shall be performed in compliance with this Permit and Approved Plan. Permittee agrees that a copy of the Permit
and Approved Plan shall be kept at the construction site and provided to its employees, agents and contractors. A person
(including Permittee, its employees, agents or contractors) who violates or fails to comply with the terms and conditions
of this Permit, Approved Plan or an administrative order may be subject to penalties in accordance with §5-514 and §5-
911, Environment ‘Article, Annotated Code of Maryland (2007 Replacement Volume).
